- 295/75R22.5 14 ply steer = 110 psi
- All sizes 16 ply steer = 120 psi
- 445/50R22.5 20 ply = 120 psi

Dual Matching

- Match inflation pressures on dual assemblies
within 5 psi.

- Match remaining tread depth on dual
assemblies less than 5/32”.

- Mount wheel with best appearance to
outside of dual assembly.

Mounting & Installation

- Inspect valve stem when

mounting tires, replace as needed.

- Valve caps should be double seal flow
through caps.

- Use only tire lube for mounting and
demounting.

- Check all mounts for concentricity, if
concentricity is not within 2/32”: deflate,
re-lubricate, & re-inflate.

- Place red or yellow dot next to valve stem,
regardless of wheel type. - Inspect nuts and
studs for cracking or stretching.

- On duals, make sure hand-holes and valve
stems are 180 degrees opposite each other.
- Atorque wrench set to 450-500ft/lbs is

required for mounting all wheels on vehicle,
re-torque within 24 hours.
